Windhoek:  

The family consists of 9 members of 3 generations and you can be assured of great story telling and sharing of ideas. The kids will enjoy the experience of interacting and playing with local children and to have the opportunity of learning a new language.

Farm Cameroon (30 kilometers from Usakos direction Swakopmund):
The village lies between the Spitzkoppe and Hohenstein mountains and offer great scenery. The families are traditional communal farmers that are living off their small live stock. The accommodation is basic lodging or camping with ablution facilities. The experience is rugged, holistic, authentic and interactive. There are no luxuries and the emphasis is place on the realness of the daily lives of a local family on a Namibian village. The clients will be required to partake in activities involving tending to livestock, cooking on an open fire, collecting of firewood and water etc – meals are mostly prepared by the hosts. The nights are concluded around an open camp fire with great story telling where almost half of the men in the village are taking turns to impress the guests with their unique stories. This experience is ideal for people who wants to learn and share an African way of life; and allows for personalized and exclusive experience away from the main tourist attractions.
